All races will start from the grassland area in the northern part of Priory
Park, Reigate.Please listen for any pre-race instructions and assemble at the
start in good time.

All team declarations must be made prior to the start of each race.

Please note the course is only suitable for offroad shoes.

There are no changing facilities. Due to Park improvements there are no toi-
lets available near the start, public toilets are available in the town.

Numbers and declaration sheets can be collected from 1:30 on the day near
the start area.

Location & Parking
The start can be reached on foot and its main access is from Bell Street, as
shown on the map below. The A25 and A217 meet in Reigate and traffic cir-
culates via a one-way system.Use Junction 8 from the M25 and follow the
signs for Reigate town centre down A217,Reigate Hill. Turn left into
Bancroft Road within the one-way system.

For the main entrance to Reigate Priory turn left at the traffic signals then
right into BellStreet car park after about 150 metres. Parking is available in
the public car parks at Bell Street, Bancroft Road (multi-story) and Upper
West Street in Reigate. Additional parking is available at Morrisons though
please use the spaces away from the store leaving the closer
ones for shoppers. DO NOTPARK on the grass of Priory Park.

Reigate BR Station is on the Reading (via Guildford) to Tonbridge line con-
nected to the London and Brighton services at Redhill. Walking from Reigate
Station head south to the town centre along Tunnel Road which is closed to
traffic.
